Information

Jim Selosse has been an outstanding member of the club and has now continuously patrolled for the last 37 seasons. He has volunteered huge amounts of time keeping the public safe on patrols and involving himself for over 14 years as the member of the IRB race team. This has seen Jim win a number of Branch and State medals in various IRB teams. Jim has further developed the skills gained through racing to assist increase our patrol strengths and training club and Shore boys in the correct usage of the IRB over recent years.  In season 2004-05 he was awarded the Best IRB Team Member Trophy. In season 2006-07 Jim was awarded the Best Club member trophy for his massive involvement during the 2006-07 season

Jim became an Active Reserve member in 1981-82 season yet has continued to patrol each year since this time. Jim has been a Patrol Captain for Patrol 1 since 1993/94 season and has always been reliable in this role.

In more recent years Jim has taken on an increasingly active role within the club. For the past 6 seasons Jim has been the club’s race secretary. Jim has also over the years been a strong competitor in the Club Championships. Jim became a level 1 official in 2003-04 season and for the last 5 seasons has been involved in officiating at various carnivals as well as providing water safety on behalf of the club so that we meet required ratios and other competitors can compete.

In this capacity of assisting in providing water safety Jim has earned the club large sums of money. On numerous occasions Jim has taken time off work to assist the club including water safety on Manly Dams for the Long Course open water Australian Champions, Manly Surf Carnivals, various promotional events as well as Men’s Health Ocean Racing series. Jim has also assisted in various charity roles in the IRB’s assisting in providing water safety for various caner for kids events where yellow plastic ducks have been raced at Manly to raise money for this valuable cause. This also included a number of Australia Day IRB demonstrations on Sydney Harbour and Darling Harbour including the 2000 Sydney Olympics and Centenary of SLSA on 26th January, 2008.

Jim’s abilities in an IRB has been a major asset to the club and our patrols for many years now and you just can’t replace that experience. Such can be seen when on Sunday 9th April, 2006 Jim, Tom Ree, Pete Selosse and a member from Collaroy hit the surf in between 20 and 30 foot surf. During a 10 minute period they were responsible for rescuing 6 patients off Dee Why Beach, several patients being very close to drowning. This on a day that no other IRBS from surrounding clubs were apparently able to launch due to the sheer size and perceived dangers associated with the surf on that day. As a result of his actions Jim and his fellow club members have since been nominated for Surf Life Saving Australia Certificates of Merit with a Bronze Insert.

As mentioned above Jim has been increasingly active on patrols. Jims experience and level head in emergency situations has been of great assistance in numerous rescue situations over the last few seasons including numerous spinal incidents and searches. He has been a great role model for the cadets really encouraging the youth to get involved and have a go in a safe and enjoyable environment. He has also shown that as a adult you don’t have to indulge in alcohol and make a fool of yourself to have fun.

Over the last 9 seasons Jim has also spent countless hours working on the club quad bikes. The first Honda bike Jim did much of the work with brother Pete. The next bike Jim again volunteered to out fit it so that it was prepared for emergency and beach work. In April, 2006 Jim took possession of the clubs latest Rhino All Train Vehicle and has spent hours preparing it yet again for next season 0607 fixing flashing lights, sirens, roll bar, board rack, spinal rack, first aid kit, UHF radio and other emergency equipment which is vital emergency equipment for our patrols. On top of this Jim also put considerable time into fixing the gear trailer to prevent on-going damage to patrol equipment. This included a 50 litre water container and tap as well as Oxygen storage and other gear storages boxes. These initiatives have already reduced the wear and tear on our equipment as well has keeping equipment in a handy location. In time along on the Quad bikes you are looking at several hundred hours work.

During 2006/07 season Jim has again always been on hand ready to help out. He became basically the clubs mechanic working on the Rhino and making sure that it kept running throughout the season. Jim also completed his PWC award and became a member of the Sydney Northern Beaches Support Services Team providing increased patrols up and down the Northern Beaches on Jet Skis with several other Long Reef members. These patrols being in addition to his rostered patrols as an active reserve member. Jim helped as an official this season at numerous carnivals including the Branch Championships and NSW Championships. Without Jim and several others jumping in to officiate several boat crews would have been pulled from the carnival. 

Jim has remained involved in IRB racing as a master. Jim has continued to attend regular training sessions teaching our younger members, not only making them better IRB racers but also providing the club a major benefit on patrol. 

Jim is a very passionate member of Long Reef SLSC and as the club looks to redevelop he has also volunteered his professional experience and knowledge as a builder to assist the club. Such is the project at this current time that things are still in a holding pattern with the redevelopment but Jim continues to think about the future and how it is possible for the club to expand given the budget constrains and public perceptions.
