It had to be a special night for our 60 th Birthday Celebration, and we were not 
disappointed!  
 

On Saturday 5th June, 2010, 200 guests arrived clad in fantastic 60’s theme to 
celebrate Long Reef’s 60th Birthday held in the Gallery room at Dee Why RSL. 
The evening got off to a formal start with Dave MacIntosh leading in the colour 
party of Life Members, who were acknowledged individually by the MC on the 
night Scott McLachlan. 
 
I would like to once again congratulate Nathan Gibson (club member and IRB  
captain) who was presented a recognition award by the NSW Ambulance 
Service for CPR he carried out while at work and this was duly acknowledged 
by all the guests.  
 
A big thank you to Giff Brown, John Freedman and Tim Bagot who led a 
discussion that reflected on the 60 years of 
Long Reef Surf Club’s history.

National Patrol Service Awards  
 
SLSA has established National Patrol Service Certificates, which are available to members of Affiliated 
Clubs in recognition of their long service to lifesaving patrols.  Successfully completed patrol must have 
been undertaken in full accordance with the obligations and regulations of the organisation as well as the 
Club/Service concerned. (Min of 16 hours per year). The member must have also successfully completed 
the prescribed annual proficiency test for the Club/Service.

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15year National Patrol Service award recipients  
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National Medal  
 
The National Medal was established by the Commonwealth Government of Australia in 1975 as one of 
the original elements of the distinctive Australian system of honours and awards and is awarded by the 
Governor General. The medal recognises long service in organisations that prote ct life and 
property at some risk to their members.  The commencement date of eligible service for SLSA is 18 
September 1986. The medal has 15, 32 millimetre-wide alternating gold and blue vertical stripes for the 
15 years of service. 
 
Eligibility  
This award recognises the long service (minimum 15 years) of members/ 
employees of SLSA as: Operational members of emergency response groups; or  
'Patrol Members' so long as they; 
1. Meet the requirements of the annual proficiency test for SLSA Bronze Medallion 
for each year of eligible service; and  
2. Have completed a minimum 30 hours in each year of service, evidence of each 
year service must be shown. 
 
Service by a member of SLSA as a cadet member or junior activities member are 
not be recognised as eligible service for the medal.

Long Reef SLSC is committed to providing a first class lifesaving service to ensure community safety. For this 
to occur the club needs to constantly maintain and periodically replace equipment. This season you will see the 
following new equipment on Long Reef beach, which is over $17,800 so let’s enjoy this equipment but please 
look after it as it’s a significant hit in our hip pocket.

Refurbishment of Gym  
In the aim of continuous improvements for our members the Board of Management has looked at ways to 
improve member’s facilities. This has included the refurbishment of the hall 2 seasons ago, the bathrooms last 
season and this year the gym is getting a makeover!  Monies from the annual building levy have contributed to 
the success and off setting some of the costs of these programs. Although the club intends on building a new 
clubhouse at some stage in the future, this gym will be fully transferable. It is intended that the gym 
refurbishment will be completed prior to the AGM for members to view. The new gym includes recycled rubber 
floor tiles, new equipment, two cycles, a new rowing machine, audit visual equipment and fans. It is hoped that 
the gym will be used by a wider range of club members to encouraging general fitness, club participation and 
general well-being.  
 
Gym Etiquette  – For hygienic reasons please ensure that appropriate clothing (not swimmers) and footwear is 
worn when using the gym equipment, and always use a towel.   
 
Clubhouse access – Electronic Swipe Cards.  
As our club membership has increased we have been unable to provide club members sufficient keys with only 
limited numbers supplied by Warringah Council at a cost of $100 each. In an attempt to provide increased 
access to your club and clubhouse facilities we are in the process of changing the front door to an electronic 
swipe card which will be given to all financial members for season 2010/11. This will give members direct 
access to the gym, change room and courtyard facilities. Please ensure you shut the front door when finished 
in the club. We hope that this increased access to the club will be well received.
