11. Director of Education

Looking back at the 2010/2011 Season it is how
hard to believe that so many varying challenges
could have arisen that really tested the resolve of
the training team at Long Reef. It really is
testament to all those involved in education that
we as a Club gained recognition at the end of
season at Sydney Northern Beaches Branch
Awards for all the hard work and many hours of
training that were carried out by our small group
of very dedicated trainers and assessors. The
first challenge of the season was to be the Clubs
new relationship with Abbotsleigh school that
during term 1 wished to embark on a training
program with the Club and have us train 45 girls
for their SRC and Bronze Medallions. A lot of
careful preparation went into the logistics of
training such a large group of young ladies on
both Saturday morning and during the week.

We set a date for the final assessment at the outset of the course and this gave the girls and us a goal to work
towards. At the same time a group from Shore School of around 50 were also doing their assessments and on
assessment day we had a combined group of over 100 candidates to assess! Due to a well organised plan on
the day by trainers and assessors from the Club and the support from Sandy and Mike at Branch we had more
than enough assessors present to put all the groups through their paces and they did not disappoint with every
one of them being assessed as competent in either SRC or Bronze Medallion.

This is a fantastic result for the Club. We hope that we will see many of these newly qualified members down
on patrol in the coming season. At the same time that the Abbotsleigh girls squad started training we also had
an adult squad made up mostly of Nipper parents. The first 3 weeks of their training the beach was closed with
dangerous surf conditions, not an ideal way to start your course! However the group made good progress
when they did eventually make it into the water and showed great commitment. Some swimming fitness was
needed and regular swims during training soon addressed this. On the day of assessment everyone performed
fantastically, with only one candidate unable to finish the run swim run in the allotted time, but she vowed to
come back next season to complete the assessment. Unfortunately during the early part of the season we
identified a group of SRC and Bronze candidates that had been incorrectly assessed. The candidates were led
to believe wrongly that they had successfully completed their course and then had to be given the opportunity
to be re-examined. This was a very time consuming process for all concerned but thankfully was finally
resolved and gyl dtaddard of agining vas succassfuflyoeainstated.h

Later in the season we had a second group of Abbotsleigh
girls to train and although smaller than earlier all the girls
performed really well and were all assessed as competent
in SRC and Bronze Medallion. It was a very challenging
but enjoyable programme training the Abbotsleigh girls for
all the trainers involved at the Club.
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The large amount of external assessors required to assess the big groups
we had trained meant that the Long Reef assessors would be expected to
reciprocate and supply assessors to the other clubs holding assessments.
This ensured that the few Bronze assessors that the Club has were kept
very busy for the rest of the season.

Earlier in the year both Jeremy and myself had become endorsed Bronze
Medallion assessors, so along with Doug, were able to attend other clubs
as assessors. This season we seemed to have a large number of
weekends when the beach remained closed giving us the opportunity to
get some training done and Doug managed to train a large number of new
Bronzeebs i n t hei the fisrsepptmeabraidirg thainsdverd
Medallion IRB drivers award. In first aid and resuscitation, courses and
techniques are always being updated, and this was the case with the old
ARC award. Last year it become the ARTC award with defibrillator

and suction being added. This meant that all holders of the old ARC had to
up-skill to the new award via a proficiency/upgrade session with an
endorsed ARTC assessor. This was held at the Club for members and a
good number attended to update to the new award. For
as we will hopefully be holding another upgrade session in the coming season. The education and training plan

for the new season will be to encourage more current members to undertake further courses. There is a
shortage of qualified members on some patrols with only one or two holding the majority of awards. We have
plenty of members with their Bronze Medallions and will probably be scaling back in this area to concentrate on
up-skilling

those who already hold this award. If you are interested in completing any further education courses in surf-
lifesaving please contact us and we will let you know when they come up.

NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS FOR THE YEAR ENDED 30 APRIL 2011

1. Statement of Significant Accounting Policies
This financial report covers Long Reef Surf Life Saving Club Inc. as an individual entity. Long Reef Surf Life Saving
